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Summary. Hunters and collectors as a type of society provide an interesting case for anthropo-
logy and sociology, because their values are least similar to well known values of modern “civi-
lized” society. Hunters do not seek for excessive things, members of their society are equal, and 79

their leader is the most experienced and honored; they do not accumulate property, but share it
with under-priviliged. As a result, these people seem more happy and quarreling, depression and
suicide are rare. In India about 1,5—2 million engaged in hunting and gathering belong to the
groups named “primitive” by the Constitution. Such societies are plenty, but the quantity of each
one is rather small. We are able to list only the most significant groups, which include not only
hunters in the jungle, but the fishermen on the rivers and in the sea. Hunters and gatherers con-
stitute an entire society with an appropriate social structure, political organization and a “cosmo-
logical view of the nature of things”.

In this paper we try to summarize all the South Asia ethnical communities that still practice
hunting-gathering mode of production, as well as journey-work, what could be compared, to some
extent, with hunting. This paper doesn’t contain a new analysis but rather tries to systemize pre-
vious studies in this field. We use published works of foreign and domestic researchers, data of
Indian government departments concerning with development of the tribes, accomplished with own

field work, conducted by the author twice.
